Guitar virtuoso, headline performer, recording label owner…these words only begin to describe Ken Navarro’s accomplishments.  Like many successful musicians, Ken was exposed to music early, starting at age 6 on piano, learning chords and how to play by ear.  When Ed Sullivan featured The Beatles in 1964, Ken’s musical attention shifted to mastery of the guitar.  Ken’s career began in L.A. as a premier session guitarist, performer and composer, performing and recording with artists as diverse as Doc Severinsen, Nell Carter, John Patitucci, Eric Gale, Vicki Carr, Dave Koz, Ann Jillian and Alex Acuna.  In 1990, Ken established his own musical identity with his debut album, ‘The River Flows’.  Since then, Ken has released 20 top-charting albums and supported those efforts with consistent and successful live performances in every major US city.  
With numerous top 5 national radio hits, Ken Navarro’s contemporary jazz style appeals to a wide range of listeners with inspiring compositions and superb guitar performances.  ‘Dreaming of Trains’ was pre-nominated for the 2011 Grammys and 2008’s ‘The Grace of Summer Light’ was named the #1 contemporary jazz CD at Jazz Times.  The 1999 CD ‘In My Wildest Dreams’ remains a top seller and 1998's ‘Ablaze in Orlando’ has been acclaimed as one of the best live jazz CDs of the decade.  Ken has produced albums for Narada/EMI’s Eric Darius and saxophonist Randy Villars.  As founder of Positive Music, Ken has helped launch the careers of Brandon Fields, Grant Geissman, Gregg Karukas, Jay Rowe and Marcus Johnson.  Ken has also performed with artists such as Spyro Gyra, Chuck Mangione, Najee, Chris Botti, The Rippingtons, David Sanborn, Joe Sample, Stanley Clarke, Larry Carlton, Keiko Matsui, David Benoit, Boney James and others.   
In support of his 20th release ‘The Test Of Time’, Ken is now booking for 2013 appearances and features a solo guitar command performance where the album’s melodies, bass lines, harmonies and even percussion are masterfully played simultaneously without any overdubbing.  The solo performance is especially appropriate for college and performing arts venues and may be combined with one of 5 optional workshops.
