Curious glammy glitterphile with a gypsy heart, Jodi has been fascinated with hobos and gypsies for a long while.   When she picked up the art of dance at a wee tender age, her passion was imbedded. Now, as an award winning performer, she has turned that passion into studies of Contemporary Fusion and Cabaret belly dance, Modern, Jazz and Hip Hop dance, Burlesque, Fire, Butoh and Theatrical Performance.  Her dance artistry encompasses a fusion of all of these.  Jodi is the 2010 Breakthrough Fusion Dance Solo Artist, SF.  She is also a good eater and likes cats and stripes.

Jodi performs regularly with the burlesque variety show voted one of the top 10 in the world by the Travel Channel, the Hubba Hubba Revue (Oakland, SF) as part of the vaudeville duo Room For Cream, with her burlesque troupe Jellyfish Kiss, and as a solo performer.  She appears as her alter ego, Svetlana, with the Vulgarian circus rock and roll band, Brothers Horse, and also dances in the electro rock band, Fans of Jimmy Century.  Jodi currently performs with fusion bellydance Troupe Joweh, and collaborates with contemporary fusion artist Ariellah and her troupe, Deshret Dance Company.  Jodi has recently joined forces with San Francisco based performance troupe, Sisters of Honk, and will be performing in the clown rock opera, “Roccopura” in April 2011.  In addition to producing a bi-monthly burlesque variety show in Sebastopol called Risk-A Cabaret, you can find Jodi performing with the Boiler Bar Theatre, giving classes in a variety of dance forms, and belly dancing weekly at restaurants in Sonoma County.

Jodi  performed and presented Tribal Fusion bellydance workshops in October 2010 with Troupe Joweh in Guatemala City as the featured Tribal Fusion belly dancer.  She has taught workshops at the North Bay Ballydance Bazaar and the Redwood Coast Bellydance Festival.  She was the first runner up in the Double Crown Bellydance Competition in 2008, and in the Breakthrough Fusion Competition 2011.

A professional dancer by nature and craft, Jodi brings lightness, heaviness, comical or what-have-you presence to her performances, depending on what the mood and characterizations of what the show calls for.  She is highly adaptable to different stages and circumstances, and can do 3-30 minute solo performances or longer if in any of her group endeavors.
