In an era where most recording artists grow increasingly satisfied with simplistic, synthesized melodies and looped drum patterns to accompany their vocal performance, David P. Stevens stands out as a superb musician who has crafted a soul-stirring brand of music that is genre-bending, inviting and mesmerizing.  It is music as it should be. 
Reared in the City of Brotherly Love when Philadelphia International Records dominated the pop and R&B charts, David Stevens honed his gripping brand of music and continues the legacy of fine musicianmanship the city made famous.  His work deftly incorporates elements of the blues, country, jazz, soul, R&B, rock, hip-hop and pop, which results in his own unique signature.  

In 2005, he released his debut studio album, entitled Timeless.  The buzz generated from that project prompted David to record his sophomore album, entitled The Shedd, which garnered the interest of 111 East Jazz Records.   The label repackaged, renamed (Uptown) and redistributed the project to widespread acclaim.
David got his start playing music as an adolescent, and within a few years of teaching himself to play, he began writing, recording and playing music professionally. Shortly after completing his undergraduate studies at the University of Massachusetts, David moved to Nashville, where he produced songs for many artists, regularly performed in some of the city’s more notable venues and ultimately became the lead guitarist in the house band of Trinity Broadcasting Network. After holding this position for a number of years, he would relocate several times to pursue various musical opportunities before eventually returning to Philadelphia.  
As a headlining performer, David has graced countless stages, from large jazz festivals to, massive amphitheaters to small jazz clubs to local churches. As a producer and songwriter, David has collaborated with numerous artists, including established national acts like Antonio Neal, Carol Riddick, Gerald Veasley, Gail Johnson, Steve Cole and Marvin Winans, Jr. and Lisa McClendon.  As an instrumentalist, he has performed alongside such artists as Scott Ambush, Alvin Slaughter, Marvin Sapp, Gerald Albright and Bennie Syms from Pieces of a Dream.  In so doing, he has blessed the world with his music considering David aspires to showcase the handiwork of God, the author of Creation, with each of his compositions. 

In sum, there is a distinct difference between the music you hear and the music you to listen to.  Music you hear is the organized noise that periodically clutters your ears, and is soon forgotten.  Music that you listen to captures your attention, resonates within your spirit, touching your soul in ways that you often lack the ability to describe.  In hearing David P. Stevens, you are forced to listen to him, for his music commands your attention; and if you'll just listen, you'll know all you need to...
